OSHA Sign regulations had not been updatedsince their inception in 1971, which referenced the 1967 and 1968 versions of the USASI Z53 and Z35 standards (see 
ANSI 1967 illustrations above). However, this changed in September 2013 when new OSHA regulations went into effect. OSHA now allows the new ANSI Z535 2011 
Standards (see ANSI 2011 illustrations above) as an alternative to the older USASI versions. Either style is compliant and each has it’s own pros and cons.

Blue:   NOTICE Indicates information considered important
but not hazard-related.

Green: SAFETY FIRST/THINK Indicates specific safety related instructions or
procedures that are related to safe work practices.

Red:    DANGER Indicates a hazardous situation that, if not
avoided, will result in death or serious injury. DANGER

Orange: WARNING Indicates a hazardous situation that, if not
avoided, could result in death or serious injury. WARNING

Yellow: CAUTION Indicates a hazardous situation that, if not
avoided could result in minor or moderate injury. CAUTION
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
